Using the Internet

ÔThe internet, also known as interweb or the World Wide Web 

(www) is a global computer network that provides all kinds 

of information, social media and communication facilities.

ÔThrough interconnected networks, internet users can locate 

information on just about any topic, get answers to most 

questions, shop, and talk with friends, family, and coworkers. 

ÔSending an email requires use of the internet

ÔPosting on social media such as Facebook and Twitter 

requires use of the internet

ÔThere is a lot of false information out there so itõs important 

to understand what websites are reputable and what 

websites are not.



Ô The image to the left depicts all of the 

different types of internet that are being 

used and how they connect.

Ô Donõt worry! You donõt need to know 

this; just a fun visual way to look at the 

internet.

Ô To the right is a world 

map that indicates every 

single device connected 

to the internet at a given 

time.



News Resources

Ô The internet is being used in more ways 

and by more people than it ever has 

before. 

Ô TV channels, radio stations, and 

newspapers are generally available online 

in some way, shape or form. 

Ô With websites like Facebook, Twitter, and 

Instagram taking on an important role in 

the sharing of information, itõs important to 

know what information you can trust, and 

how to determine whether or not 

something is factual. 



Types of News Resources

Ô Television & Radio News:

Ô NPR, CNN, FOX, ABC, NBC, BBC, PBS 

Ô Newspapers & Journals:

Ô New York Times, Washington Post, Huffington 

Post, Wall Street Journal, USA Today, LA Times

Ô Internet News Sites:

Ô Yahoo News, Google News, Mail Online, AOL

Ô Local Interest:

Ô The Odessa File, FingerLakes1, WETM, WENY,  

Watkins Glen Chamber, Star Gazette, Ithaca 

Journal, and more.



Using the Navigation

Ô For the most part, finding one of 

these websites is easy. 

Ô You can use the direct web 
address such as npr.org (typed 

into your address bar), OR you 

can use your preferred search 

engine.

Ô Search Engines include Google, 

Yahoo, Ask, and Bing.



Domain Extensions

Ô This sounds scary ðitõs not! 

Ô A domain is the name of the website:

Ô www. montourfallslibrary .org

Ô www. google .com

Ô A domain extension is whatever comes 

after the period In the web address.

ÔExamples of domain extensions:

.com (commercial/most websites use this)

.edu (educational)

.org (organizational/non -profit)

.eu (based in Europe)

.gov (governmental organization)

.uk (based in the United Kingdom)

.net (generic top level domain similar to .com)



Why is this important?

Ô Noticing the domain extension of the website you use will help 

you determine whether or not the information it offers is 

credible. 

Ô Websites that end in .org . gov or .edu is generally a reliable 
source coming from a non -profit organization, a government 
entity, or an educational institution. 

Ô Websites that end in .com and .net are more difficult to assess 

because anybody can create them. This is the most common 

extension for retail sites, services, and commercial business.
